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Take a thread of approximately 1.5 meter and 
put it through a fine beading needle.  
Pick up one bead and slide it to almost the end 
of the thread. Make three or four regular knots 
as shown in the picture, to fixate the bead well. 
Cut off the short end of the thread.  
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Pick up two new beads and slide them tight 
against the first bead.  
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Now go through the first two beads, starting 
with the most left bead. Pull the thread tight. 
Now you have created the first ‘zig’.  
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Pick up two new beads and slide them against 
the previous ‘zig’.  
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Now go through the two next to last beads and 
pull the thread tight again.  
You have created a complete ‘zigzag’ now. 
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Repeat steps 2 to 5 until your bracelet is long 
enough.  
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Now you know the zigzag pattern, you can 
start making variations on it. For the bracelet 
shown below, the following materials were 
used: 
 
- ca. 80 red seed beads size 9/0 
- ca. 25 pink pearls of 4 mm 
- 3 silver plated double rings 
- 1 silver plated chain  
- 1 silver plated clasp 
 
The pattern for this bracelet is the same as the 
zigzag pattern, but in stead of only seed beads, 
you also use a 4 mm in each ‘zigzag’. The 
schema is shown at the top of this page.  
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For finishing your bracelet: Put a double ring 
through a seed bead at both ends of the bracelet, 
or tie them to your bracelet using the thread.  
Then add a clasp and a chain to the double rings.
